Foreword

Certification has been traditionally associated to proprietary software vendors, although the system has been
in place at FOSS vendors such as MySQL, RedHat and SUSE for a number of years. Certification strengthens
the relationship with partners, while ensuring a quality of service good enough to avoid problems to final
users. There are two distinct aspects to certification. One is to certify organizations that are recognized
partners or franchisees and the second is to certify competence in specific sector skills. A typical certification
program is divided into levels (most use the bronze, silver, gold, platinum scale) and sets different conditions
for the partners, based on their level (paying a yearly fee, and having one or several people trained on the
product). In return, the partner gets a "certified" stamp, and has some advantages like a dedicated hotline for
support and several demo products). The partner is "certified" for selling and supporting the product, and for
providing added value.
